Principles of Operation 

Background

The JuditSingers are a mixed choir based in Daventry. The choir was established in January 2012.  We are a non-profit making organisation providing an opportunity for members of the Daventry and district community to take part in group singing. 

At the present time we have a membership of 28 and the age range is from 19 to 70 plus. We recognise the benefits, in terms of health and social well-being, that choral singing brings to the individual and wider community and our members testify to this. 

Recruitment

The choir has a recruitment policy which describes how new members can join. We offer all newcomers one or more taster sessions so that they can experience a rehearsal and get to know the group. We state that the choir is open to all as long as they can sing in tune and that their voice will contribute to the balance of parts. A basic understanding of musical notation is preferable but not essential.  Potential members are also required to take an audition in a supported atmosphere.

Repertoire

The repertoire includes a wide range of different styles of music, both modern and traditional. It includes songs from musicals, modern pop songs as well as classical choral music.

The choir works within the current copy-right legislation ( Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1988) and will either purchase or borrow scores from libraries or use  copyright- free material. This means that we will only photocopy material that has been produced 70 years from the calendar year in which the last remaining author dies or where we have gained the permission of the author or publisher.

Our aim is to continue to develop the singing skills and musical knowledge of our members and promote the development of our organisation. We are actively involved in musical events and charity fund raising activities.  We strive to develop local partnerships with other musical groups and also help promote the enjoyment of music and performing arts in our local area.

We rehearse in Daventry on Thursday evenings. Our conductor, Judit Felszeghy, is a professional singer and music teacher.  

Operation
